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This study analyzes the question why educational mismatch persists
between qualifications required for jobs and qualifications attained, as well
as why highly educated women tend to descend from match to mismatch in
Japan. An “exact match” is defined as the condition where attained educational
qualifications(S) is equal to required educational qualifications for the job (R),
and “overeducation” if S > R. Probabilities were estimated, including that
of overeducated workers in their first jobs attaining exact matches in their
subsequent jobs five years later. Japan was compared with the Netherlands,
where the educational mismatches do not persist. Results showed that the
effect of internal transfer to exit from overeducation is larger than that of job
change in Japan and vice versa in the Netherlands. In the case of Japan, work
experience does not affect overeducation persistency, whereas work experience
lowers the persistency in the Netherlands. As for gender difference, the effect
of internal transfer to exit from overeducation is only found in males, not in
females. Furthermore, the female’s probability of descent from an exact match
to overeducation is higher than for males in Japan. No gender differences of
persistent factors are found in the Netherlands.
